	I hope that you will take a moment to reflect upon the sample of art within this box.  It was created by hands that could be otherwise picking up a remote control watching hours of television, shoplifting from a store, or taking an addictive substance, instead of picking up a paintbrush or a lump of clay.  





Across the country, government and non-profit agencies are responding to the youth-at-risk crisis by partnering with juvenile justice and social service agencies, schools, and community centers. Through these partnerships, we have discovered by way of anecdotal reports that arts programs are effective in buffering the risk factors associated with problem behaviors, which will progress to juvenile delinquency without the proper intervention.   Until now, limited concrete data has existed to determine program effectiveness.





Fortunately for Fulton County, we are one of three arts agencies selected to participate in the YouthARTS Development National Demonstration Project to develop a quantitative evaluation model that will measure the impact of youth arts programs in reducing adolescent problem behaviors. In fact, as a result of the promise that youth arts programs have demonstrated in this area, the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention has endorsed this Project by providing evaluation consultants to develop the evaluation model and to analyze the data from the three test sites.





The Fulton County Arts Council was chosen to participate in this National Demonstration Project due to the success of our local youth arts program.  As you are aware, for the past two years we have worked with dozens of youth from South and Central Fulton County in the Art-at-Work program, exposing them to career opportunities in the arts, while teaching them art skills, basic job skills and the development of good work habits.  





Beginning in the Fall of 1996, a partnership was created with the Fulton County Juvenile Court.  This continuation of Art-at-Work provides youth who have been referred by the court for truancy, the first real sign of problem behavior, with positive life experiences and job training, offering options for a life path otherwise not possible.   These status offenders, who could further penetrate the criminal system without intervention, are gaining the skills necessary to become effective workers and positive forces in society.





Due to your leadership in the business community, AT&T can directly benefit from these future members of an educated and productive workforce who will be contributors to our economy.
